Day 1 :- Arrive Auckland

Day 2 :- Auckland - Hobbiton - Rotorua

Today'’s coach tour takes you through the rolling green hills to the iconic Hobbiton Movie Set. See where the Lord of the
Rings and Hobbit movies were filmed as your tour guide shares behind-the- scenes tales. You'll see sights like Hobbit Holes,
the Mill, and The Green Dragon Inn, and learn how farmland was transformed into a living, breathing piece of Middle-earth.
After exploring Hobbiton, tuck into a delicious lunch in the Party Marquee before continuing to Rotorua

Day 3 :- Rotorua
